3.3 Connecting to a power source

Connecting to a car battery

e Connect the DC plug to 12 V. receptacle of the vehicle.

Connecting to the mains

For this connection the AC/DC adaptor + cable has to be used. The AC/DC

adaptor + cable is not supplied with the appliance.

connection in the master unit.

e Connect the mains plug to a wall socket.

3.4 Game pad

Installing the batteries

The batteries for the game pad are not

supplied with the appliance.

e Remove the battery cover.

e Insert the batteries matching the (+)
and (-) polarity markings.

e Re-install the battery cover.

5. Operation

All functions of the unit are accessible using the remote control. All instructions
refer to operation with the remote control, unless indicated otherwise.

5.1 Master power switch

The units are equipped with a master power switch (9 & 30) located at the
side panel.

e Set the switch into the ON position prior to taking the units into operation.
e Set the switch into the OFF position prior to disconnecting from the mains.
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e The units are designed to be operated using the remote control.

5.2 Quick start

General functions

e To connect the master unit with the slave unit, proceed as follows:

» Connect the adaptor plugs of the connection cable to the DC OUT 9-12 V
connection and to the AV OUT connection in the master unit.

» Connect the other ends of the connection cable to the DC IN 9-12 VV
connection and to the AV IN connection in the slave unit.

To select the source mode (DVD/CARD/USB), press the SOURCE button (67).

To adjust the volume, press the VOL + button (59) or the VOL - button (58).

To mute or restore sound, press the MUTE button (66).

To adjust the screen settings (brightness, contrast, hue, saturation), press

the MODE button (60).

e To connect a headphone, insert the cable plug in the headphone jack (6 & 28).
To prevent hearing damage, remember to adjust the volume to a comfortable
level.



DVD/CD functions
e Switch on the units. Select the DVD mode.
e To insert a disc:
» Press the OPEN button (1) to open the disc compartment.
* Insert the disc with the label upwards.
* Close the disc compartment.
The display shows the total number of tracks on the CD.
e To start playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) once.
e For extended instructions, read the paragraph "DVD/CD functions" further
on in this manual.

USB functions

e Switch on the master unit.

e Insert the USB device in the slot (3). The device can only be connected
one way.

e Select the USB mode.

e To start playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) once.

e For extended instructions, read the paragraph "USB functions" further on
in this manual.

SD/MS/MMC functions

e Switch on the master unit.

e Insert the SD/MS/MMC device in the slot (2). The device can only be
connected one way.

e Select the memory card mode.

e To start playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) once.

Game functions

e Before connecting the game pad, make sure that the game pad is
switched off before connecting to the appliance.

e Connect the RCA cable to the appliance.
» The yellow plug is for the video signal.
» The red and white plug are for the audio signal.

e Switch on the appliance.

e Slide the power switch (34) to the ON position.



5.3 DVD/CD functions

After the disc has been loaded, the disc starts automatically

Press the arrow buttons (47) to select a menu item for DVDs.
Press the ENTER button (48) to enter the selected menu item.

During playback, the following functions are available:

To select a chapter (DVD) or track (CD), press the digit buttons (43).

To select the next or previous chapter (DVD) or track (CD), press the

PREYV button (56) or the NEXT button (57).

To forward or rewind the DVD, press the FWD button (55) or the

REV button (54). The available speed rates are: 2x, 4x, 8x, 16x, 32x.

To pause playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) once; to resume

playback, press the button again.

To stop playback temporarily, press the STOP button (61) once.

Press the button again to stop playback permanently, or press the

PLAY/PAUSE button (62) to resume playback.

To repeat a chapter (DVD) or one or all tracks (CD):

» Press the REPEAT button (50) once to repeat the current chapter or
track.

* Press the button once again to repeat the current title.

* Press the button once again to repeat all titles.

» Press the button once again to cancel the function.

To view a specific title of a DVD, press the TITLE button (46).

Use the arrow buttons to select the title.

To select the audio language of a DVD, press the AUDIO button (63)

repeatedly until the desired language is set.

To switch on the subtitles of a DVD, press the SUBTITLE button (44).

Press the button again to switch off the subtitles.

To select extra information of a DVD or CD (remaining time/passed

playtime/track number/chapter number), press the DISPLAY button (65).

To select the camera angle, press the ANGLE button (45).

To show the menu of available titles, press the TITLE button (46).

To return to the main menu, press the MENU/PBC button (64).

Press the DISPLAY button (65) to change the display settings.
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e Normally, if an MP3 disc is loaded, the unit will take longer time to read
the initial data.

e A DVD that does not match the region code cannot be read by the unit.

e |f a disc contains mixed content (e.g. MP3 and video files), the unit will
only recognise, list and play one content type.

e The screen saver becomes active if no disc has been loaded for 3 minutes,
or if the unit has been in STOP mode for 3 minutes.

Using the SEARCH function

The SEARCH function can be used to select a specific starting point on a
DVD or CD.

e Press the SEARCH button (42).

e Press the digit buttons (43) to select an entry.
The possible entries for DVD are:

- Disc time

Chapter

Title

Chapter time

- Title time

The possible entries for CD are:

- Track time

- Specific track

e Press the digit buttons to set a selection.

Using the PROGRAM function

e Press the PROGRAM button (52) to enter the PROGRAM function.

e Press the digit buttons (43) to select a desired track, and use the arrow
button down (47) to highlight the next entry.

e To confirm the selection and start the program, move the highlight to
"START" and press the ENTER button (48).

e To stop the progam, press the PROGRAM button (52) and press ENTER.




Using the ZOOM function
This function can be used for zooming in and out on photos and DVDs.
The available zoom ratios are: 2x, 3x, 4x, 1/2x, 1/3x, 1/4x.

Press the ZOOM button (53).
Press the ZOOM button again to set the correct size.
Press the arrow buttons to move through the picture.

Using the MP3/WMA/MPEG4 playback function

Insert an MP3/WMA/MPEG4 disc. A content menu will display on the TV
screen.

Press the up/down arrow buttons (47) to select a folder or a file.

Press the ENTER button (48) to enter the selected folder or file.

Press the PROGRAM button (52) to switch between folders and files.
Press ENTER (48) to confirm.

Using the JPEG playback function

e Insert a JPEG disc. A content menu will display on the TV screen.

Press the up/down arrow buttons (47) to select a folder or a file. Press the
ENTER button (48) to start the slide show.

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) to hold the slide show at the current
picture.

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) to resume the slide show.

Press the PREV button (56) or the NEXT button (57) to select the
previous or next picture.

To magnify the picture, press the ZOOM button (53). To zoom in or out on
the picture, press the FastForward button (55) or FastRewind button (54).
To move the picture, press the arrow buttons (47).

Using the Video CD playback function

Press the MENU/PBC button (64) to switch on the playback function.
Insert a Video CD.

To start playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (62) once.

To select the audio channel during Video CD playback, press the AUDIO
button (63).

Press the MENU/PBC button (64) to quit the playback and return to the
main menu.



5.4 Game functions

After having connected the game pad, a menu screen appears on the display.

Select a game from the menu. Scroll up or down with the joystick (31).
Press the START button (35) to confirm.

If you want to change game, press the RESET button (40) and select a
new game from the menu.

When you are finished, slide the power switch (34) to the OFF position
and disconnect the RCA cable.

5.5 DVD setup menu operation

6. Cleaning and maintenance

Wipe the disc
surface gently, radially, from centre towards the outer edge.
