2. Preparations for use

21 Unpacking

e Unpack the appliance carefully.

e Check the package contents as described below. If any item is missing,
please contact your reseller.

e Remove the labels from the front panel carefully if present.

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3. Installation

e Put the appliance on a horizontal flat surface.
e Connect the speakers to the appliance.
Read the paragraph "Installing the speakers".
e Connect the appliance to the mains.
e Install the batteries in the remote control.
Read the paragraph "Remote control".

A CAUTION

e Do not put the appliance near a heat source.
e Do not expose the appliance to direct sunlight.

i This appliance is equipped with rubber feet to prevent it from

moving. The feet are made from non-migrating material specially
formulated to avoid leaving any marks or stains on furniture.
However, certain types of furniture polishes, wood preservatives or
cleaning sprays cause the rubber to soften and leave marks or a
residue on the furniture, and potentially risk the surface to become
damaged. To prevent damage to wooden surfaces, we recommend
that you apply self-adhesive pads to the bottom of the rubber feet
before installation.




3.1 Installing the speakers
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The cables and terminals are colour-coded:

- Wires with markings connect to red terminals (+).

- Wires without markings connect to black terminals (-).

e Place the speakers on a horizontal flat surface. Place the speakers close
enough to the appliance to be able to connect the wires.

Connection to the appliance

e Lift the latches to open the terminals.

e Connect the wire ends of the speakers to the appliance matching the (+)
and (-) polarity markings.

e Press the latches to lock the wire ends.
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3.2 Remote control

Installing the battery (——)

e Press the catch and at the same
time pull out the battery tray.

e Insert 1 lithium battery, type
CR2025 3 V battery with the
stamped (+) mark facing upward.

e Insert the battery tray into the
remote control.

5. Operation

5.1 Master power switch

The appliance is equipped with a master power switch (16) located at the back
panel.

e Set the switch into the ON position prior to taking the appliance into operation.
e Set the switch into the OFF position prior to disconnecting from the mains.

When the appliance is not in use, we recommend to switch the
appliance off at the master power switch.
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5.2 General functions

e To select the source mode (USB/CD, AUX, AM, FM), slide the FUNCTION
switch (1) to the desired position. To switch off the appliance, slide the
switch to the AUX position.

e To select an extra signal source (CD, USB), press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE
button (8/21).

e To adjust the volume level, turn the VOLUME dial (9) until the desired
level is set.

e To connect an external audio device, insert the cable plug in the AUX IN
jack (4).

5.3 Radio functions

e To select the radio band, slide the FUNCTION switch (1) to the AM or FM
position.

e To select a frequency or radio station, turn the TUNING dial (10) until the
desired frequency is set.

To improve the reception of the FM frequency, extend the aerial
antenna. To improve the reception of the AM frequency, turn the
appliance.
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5.4 CD functions

e To select the CD function, slide the FUNCTION switch (1) to the CD
position.

e Toinserta CD:
* Press the CD compartment (15) to open the appliance.
* Insert the CD with the label upwards.
* Close the CD compartment (15).

The display shows the total number of tracks on the CD.

e To start playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) once.

During playback, the following functions are available:

e To select a track, press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) until
the desired track is set.

e To search for a specific point on the track, hold the PREV button (5) or the
NEXT button (6) until the point is reached and release the button.

e To pause playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) once; to resume
playback, press the button again.

e To stop playback, press the STOP button (7).
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The CD functions can also be operated with the remote control.

Using the MP3 playback function

Insert an MP3 disc into the player; a content menu shows on the display.
Press the FOLDER UP button (13) to select a folder or a file.

Press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) to select a track.
Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) to start the playback.

Using the REPEAT/RANDOM function
This function is available in PLAY mode only.

The possible entries for CD are:

e Press the PLAY MODE button (12) once to repeat the current title.

e Press the button once again to repeat all tracks.

e Press the button once again to play all tracks in random order. The repeat
function is now off.



The possible entries for MP3 CD are:

Press the PLAY MODE button (12) once to repeat the current title.

Press the button once again to repeat all tracks.

Press the button once again to repeat all titles in an index.

Press the button once again to play all tracks in random order. The repeat
function is now off.

Using the PROGRAM function
To use the PROGRAM function for CD/MP3 CD, the playback must be in
STOP mode.

To program a CD:

* Press the STOP button (7), then press the PROGRAM button (12).

* Press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) to select a desired
track. Press the PROGRAM button (12) to confirm the selection.

» Repeat the previous step to select more tracks and confirm every
selection with the PROGRAM button (12).

To program an MP3 CD:

* Press the PROGRAM button (12), then press the STOP button (7).

» Press the FOLDER UP button (13) to select a folder or a file.

* Press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) to select a track.
Repeat the previous step to select more tracks and confirm every
selection with the PROGRAM button (12).

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) to start the program.

To play the program again, press the PROGRAM button (12) after the

program has finished. Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) to start the

program again.

To view the program during playback, press the the PREV button (5) or

the NEXT button (6).

To stop the program during playback, press the STOP button (7).

To delete the program during playback, press the STOP button (7) twice.



5.5 USB functions

Switch on the appliance. Select the USB mode.

Insert the USB device in the slot (3). The device can only be connected
one way.

Press the FOLDER UP button (13) to select a folder or a file.

Press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) to select a track.
Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) to start the playback.

During playback, the following functions are available:

To select a track, press the PREV button (5) or the NEXT button (6) until
the desired track is set.

To search for a specific point on the track, hold the PREV button (5) or the
NEXT button (6) until the point is reached and release the button.

To pause playback, press the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) once; to resume
playback, press the button again.

To stop playback, press the STOP button (7).

6. Cleaning and maintenance

A WARNING
Before performing any cleaning or maintenance, switch off and
unplug the appliance.

e Clean the outside of the appliance with a soft cloth. When the appliance is
very dirty, dampen the cloth slightly with water and a neutral solution.

e Clean the lens with a camera lens brush/blower (not included) if the lens
is dirty.

6.1 Handle and care of a disc

e Hold the disc with fingers. Hold the disc outer edge and/or the centre
spindle hole. Do not touch the disc surface.

e Do not bend or press the disc. Do not expose the disc to direct sunlight or
heating sources.

e Clean the disc surface with a soft, dry cleaning cloth. Wipe the disc
surface gently, radially, from centre towards the outer edge.

e Do not apply thinner, alcohol, chemical solvent, or sprays when cleaning.
Such cleaning fluids will permanently damage the disc surface.
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7. Troubleshooting

Trouble Action
No display Switch on the appliance.
Connect the appliance properly.
Select the correct function with the FUNCTION switch (1).
No sound Connect the appliance properly.
Adjust the volume.
Adjust tuning control.
Check if the CD is inserted with the label upwards.
Clean the lens.

MP3 playback

Trouble Action
No sound or incomplete If MP3 data is mixed with other files on CD, the appliance
audio may play the non-MP?3 files as noise or without sound or

it rejects the disc.
Check if the played file is in MP3 format or select
another file to play.

USB playback

Trouble Action

No playback USB device is not installed or installed incorrectly. Insert
USB device into slot.
Incompatible USB device used. Playback usingany USB
device cannot be guaranteed. Please try another USB
device.
Press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE button (8/21) to select
USB as the signal source.

Remote control (RC)
Trouble Action

RC does not function Check the battery installation.
Point the RC at the remote control sensor.
Stay within 8 metres of the appliance.
